Some of the lectures felt, the kindest way
possible, a bit of a waste of time when a major essay was soon to be due.

I don't like how we just received the AP Style book without being taught how to use it. I still don't really know how to use the book. An
orientation to the book would help out a lot. He also is somewhat harsh when grading. This is a 100 level course, I wish that I didn't feel the
pressure as much. I wish he would have been more lenient on grading since we have never had experience with this type of writing before.
Other than the grading and the AP style book though, I don't have any complaints. Also sometimes class runs over time. He has more
material for class than there is time, and I sometimes have things to get to, so it would be better if class ended on time. Next year, try to
have less material in each class and so then you'll definitely finish class by the end of the schedule block of time.
